Имя существительное (The Noun)

Имя существительное – это часть речи, которая обозначает предмет, явление. Предметом  в  грамматике называют то, о чем можно спросить: who is this? кто это?  или  what is this? что это?

Имена существительные обычно сопровождаются артиклями и часто сочетаются с предлогами. Артикль и предлог – основные признаки имени существительного: a table –стол,  the table – стол, on the table – на столе.

Существительные исчисляемые и неисчисляемые

К исчисляемым существительным относятся названия предметов, которые можно пересчитать. Они употребляются как в единственном, так и во множественном числе:

I have bought a book. – I have bought two books.

К неисчисляемым существительным относятся названия предметов, которые нельзя пересчитать. К ним принадлежат имена существительные вещественные  (water)  и  отвлеченные (work). Неисчисляемые существительные употребляются только в единственном числе:

Knowledge is power.

Число (Number)

 
В английском языке два числа: единственное число и множественное число. Имена существительные образуют форму множественного числа путем прибавления к форме единственного числа окончания –s  (a hand- hands).

Особые случаи образования множественного числа имен существительных

Man (мужчина) –men (мужчины)

Woman (женщина) – women (женщины)

Foot (нога) –feet (ноги)

Tooth (зуб) - teeth (зубы)

Некоторые имена существительные, заимствованные из греческого и латинского языков, сохранили форму множественного числа этих языков:

Datum -данная величина - data 

Crisis  - кризис - 
crises

Существительные sheep, fruit, fish имеют одну форму для единственного и множественного числа. Однако, когда речь идет о различных видах рыб (fishes), фруктов (fruits).

Артикль (The Article)
Артикли  -a, an,the- являются основными определителями имен существительных. В русском языке артикли отсутствуют.

A (an) носят название неопределенного артикля (the indefinite article). Неопределенный артикль употребляется только с исчисляемыми существительными в единственном числе. Артикль указывает на то, что предмет принадлежит к какому-нибудь классу предметов, но не выделяет его из однородных предметов (an apple=any (one) apple).

The –определенный артикль (definite article) указывает на лицо или предмет, выделенный из всех или предметов данного класса (The apple=this apple).

Модальные глаголы
Глаголы can (could), may (might), must, ought, need относятся к группе модальных глаголов (Modal Verbs). Модальные глаголы не употребляются самостоятельно, а только в сочетании с инфинитивом смыслового глагола. Модальные глаголы обозначают возможность, способность, вероятность, необходимость совершения действия, выраженного смысловым глаголом. Модальные глаголы передают отношение говорящего (слушающего) к совершаемому (совершенному) действию.

Can (could) – мочь (иметь физическую возможность), уметь.

Eg. I can speak English. (Я умею говорить по-английски)
May (might) – мочь (иметь право, разрешение).

Eg. You may take my dictionary. (Вам разрешается взять мой словарь).

Must – обозначает обязанность, долженствование.

Eg. I must do it now. ( Я должен сделать это теперь).

Ought – должен, следует, выражает моральный долг или совет, относящийся к натоящему или будущему.

Eg. He ought to help his friend. (Ему следовало бы помочь своему другу).

Need – выражает необходимость совершения действия со значением надо, нужно. Need употребляется  только в форме Present simple в вопросительных и отрицательных  предложениях.

Eg. Need he come here? (Нужно ли ему приходить сюда?)

Следует иметь в виду, что в утвердительном ответе на вопрос с глаголом need употребляется must.

Eg. –Need I go there?

· Yes, you must.

Eg. You needn’t come so early. (Вам не нужно приходить так рано).

После модальных глаголов инфинитив основного глагола употребляется без частицы to.

Отрицание not пишется с глаголом can слитно: cannot.

Это глаголы, представляющие собой сочетание глагол + частица. Данное сочетание является идиоматическим: его значение нельзя вывести из значений глагола и соответствующей частицы, например, pull – тянуть, up – вверх, pull up – остановиться.

Примеры использования фразовых глаголов в речи:

Степени сравнения прилагательных и наречий

Односложные и некоторые двусложные прилагательные образуют сравнительную степень с помощью окончания er (long – longer, сlever – cleverer); превосходную степень с помощью окончания est (long – longest, clever – cleverest).

Многосложные прилагательные образуют сравнительную степень с помощью слова more, а превосходную – с помощью слова most (difficult – more difficult – most difficult).

Порядок слов в простом повествовательном предложении

В английском языке  порядок слов  определяет их функциональную роль  в предложении. При построении английского предложения слова необходимо располагать в строго определенном порядке. Следующий порядок слов является обычным  для английского утвердительного повествовательного предложения:1) подлежащее, 2)сказуемое, 3)дополнения, 4)обстоятельства:

Порядок слов в повествовательном предложении.


Повествовательные отрицательные предложения

В отрицательном предложении сказуемое стоит в отрицательной форме. Отрицательная  частица not ставится после вспомогательного  или модального глагола, входящего в состав сказуемого. Когда сказуемое выражено глаголом  в Present или Past Simple,  то перед not ставится вспомогательный глагол to do (do,does,did), смысловой же глагол ставится в форме инфинитива (без to).

I haven’t seen him today.

He is not waiting for you.

He is not a teacher, he is a student.

He doesn’t like playing the guitar.

I didn’t study yesterday.

He will not go there.

Вопросительные предложения

Вопросы  бывают двух типов: общие и специальные. 

Общие вопросы (General questions) задаются собеседнику с целью получить подтверждение или отрицание вы сказанные в вопросе мысли и требуют ответа да или нет. Они начинаются с вспомогательного или модального глагола:

Do you speak English well?   - Yes, I do./No, I don’t.

Can you translate this article without a dictionary?  - Yes, I can. / No, I cannot.

Специальные вопросы (Special questions) относятся к какому-нибудь члену предложения. Они начинаются с вопросительного слова (who,what,whose,how,when,where), которое показывает, к какому члену предложения относится вопрос:

What did you see there?

Who brought you this book?

When did he come?

Отрицательная форма общих вопросов

Образуется при помощи частицы not, которая ставится после подлежащего перед смысловым  глаголом. Общие  вопросы в  отрицательной форме выражают удивление и соответствуют в русском языке вопросам, начинающимся с: разве? или неужели?

Do you not know him?     - Разве Вы его не знаете?

Don’t you know him?      - Разве Вы его не знаете?

Расчлененные вопросы (Disjunctive Questions)

Расчлененный вопрос представляет собой утвердительное или отрицательное предложение, к которому присоединен краткий общий вопрос, состоящий из соответствующего местоимения и того вспомогательного или модального глагола, который входит в состав сказуемого повествовательного предложения. Если сказуемое стоит в утвердительной форме Present или Past Simple (когда в его составе нет вспомогательного глагола, то в кратком вопросе употребляются формы do,does,did:

You speak French, don’t you?  -  Вы говорите по-французски, не правда ли?

He hasn’t returned from London yet, - Он еще не вернулся из Лондона,

has he?                                                     не правда ли?

Расчлененные вопросы задаются в том случае, когда говорящий желает получить подтверждение высказывания, содержащегося в повествовательном предложении. Когда говорящий ожидает утвердительный ответ, то вопросу предшествует утвердительное предложение, а вспомогательный или модальный глагол в вопросе употребляется в отрицательной форме:

Your friend speaks English, doesn’t he? –    Yes, he does. (Да, говорит)

         




                No, he doesn’t’t (Нет)

Если же говорящий ожидает отрицательный ответ, то вопросу предшествует отрицательное предложение, а вспомогательный или модальный глагол в вопросе  употребляется в утвердительной форме:

Your friend doesn’t speak English? – No, he doesn’t (Да, не говорит)







   Yes, he does     (Нет, говорит)

Специальные вопросы (Special Questions)

Специальные вопросы начинаются с вопросительного слова, к которому относится вопрос. Порядок слов в специальных вопросах такой же, как и в общих вопросах, но в отличие от них перед вспомогательным глаголом стоит вопросительное слово:

The teacher read an interesting story to the students yesterday.

1. When did the teacher read an interesting story to the students?

2. Whom did the teacher read an interesting story yesterday to?

3. What did the teacher read to the students yesterday?

4. What story did the teacher read to the students yesterday?

5. What did the teacher do yesterday?

6. Who reads an interesting story to the students yesterday?

Вопросы  к подлежащему

Вопросы, относящиеся к подлежащему, начинаются с вопросительных местоимений Who? What?? Играющих в вопросе роль подлежащего, за которым следует сказуемое. В отличие от других вопросов, в вопросах к подлежащему употребляется порядок слов повествовательного предложения. Глагол после who? и what? в роли подлежащего употребляется в форме 3 –го лица единственного числа:

Who is reading a book? 

Who gives your English lessons?

 Порядок слов повествовательного предложения употребляется также в вопросах, к  относящихся к определению подлежащего. Такие вопросы начинаются с вопросительных местоимений  What? Какой? Which? Который?  Whose? Чей? How much? How many? Сколько?, за которыми следует подлежащее:

What book is lying on the table?

Какая книга лежит на столе?

Whose children came here yesterday?

Чьи дети приходили сюда вчера?

How many students work in that laboratory?

Сколько студентов работает в этой лаборатории?

Времена группы Simple

The Present Simple tense употребляется для выражения действия, имеющего постоянный характер, происходящего обычно, действия привычного или свойственного лицу, обозначенному существительным или местоимением в функции подлежащего.

Образование: Совпадает с формой инфинитива без частицы to, кроме 3-его лица единственного числа (принимает окончание -S (-ES).

I try - he tries,  write - writes

We speak  -  She speaks

Слова - указатели: usually, always, sometimes, often, seldom, every day

(week, month, year)

Вопросительная форма: образуется при помощи вспомогательного глагола to

do (does) , который стоит перед подлежащим:

Do you know him?

Does he speak English?

Отрицательная форма: образуется при помощи вспомогательного глагола to do

(does), и частицы not (do not , does not)

I don't know him

He doesn't speak English

The Past Simple Tense употребляются для выражения действия, имевшего место в прошлом или ряда последовательных действий, происходивших одно за другим в прошлом.

Образование: при помощи суффикса -ed для правильных глаголов или 2-я форма неправильных глаголов

He arrived yesterday.

She left in 1995.

Слова указатели: yesterday, the day before yesterday, last week (month,

year), ago, the other day.

Вопросительная форма: Образуется при помощи вспомогательного глагола did, который стоит перед подлежащим:

Did you go there yesterday?

Did he work at school two years ago?

Отрицательная форма: Образуется при помощи вспомогательного глагола did и частицы not (didn’t).

I didn't go there last week.

He didn't buy any oil yesterday.

The Future Simple Tense употребляется для выражения однократного или повторяющегося действия, которое произойдет в будущем. Обозначает действие, которое будет происходить в будущем без точного указания времени его совершения. Для его образования используется вспомогательный глагол will.
Утвердительная форма: I will go there.

Вопросительная форма: Will I go there?

Отрицательная форма: I will not go there.

Образование: при помощи вспомогательного глагола will или shell и смыслового

глагола без частицы to.

Слова указатели: tomorrow, the day after tomorrow, next week (month,

year), tonight, in days (hours).

He'll be busy tomorrow.

I'll be an engineer in two years.

We'll talk about it tonight.

Вопросительная форма: образуется путем перестановки вспомогательного глагола (перед подлежащим):

Will you be en engineer after graduation from the Institute?  Отрицательная форма: образуется при помощи частицы not, которая ставится после вспомогательного глагола. Употребляется два вида сокращенных форм:

I shan't write
He won't write
Времена группы Progressive Tense
Образуются с помощью глагола to be и причастия I.

Настоящее время: I am reading.

Прошедшее время: I was reading.

Будущее время: I will be reading.

Эта группа времен обозначает действия, которые длятся в какой-то отрезок времени.

The Present Progressive Tense

Употребляется:

1)для выражения действия происходящего действия в данный момент. Этот момент может подразумеваться из контекста или может быть выражен такими обозначениями времени: now , at the present, at this moment.

I'm reading the text.

He is getting ready for his final exams.

We're watching TV.

2)для выражения действия, которое обязательно произойдет в будущем.

We're dining out on Saturday.

He is staying in town tonight.

Вопросительная форма: образуется путем перестановки глагола to be (перед подлежащим)

Are you listening to me?

В отрицательной форме употребляется два вида сокращений:

1)      I'm not writing

He's not writing

2)      He isn't writing

We aren't writing

The Past Progressive Tense употребляется для выражения действия, происходящего в какой-то данный момент в прошлом.

Слова указатели: at that moment, at that time

At that time Mary was taking music lesson.

Past Progressive tense часто употребляются чтобы показать "фон" для

прошлых событий, чтобы сказать, что происходило (продолжалось) в то время, когда что - то случилось.

While I was cleaning up the attic, I found some old letters.

They met when she was studying in Berlin.

Образование: при помощи вспомогательного глагола to be в форме Past

Simple и причастия I смыслового глагола.

He was writing.

We were writing

Сокращенные отрицательные формы образуются по общему правилу:

I wasn't writing

We weren't writing

The Future Progressive Tense: образуется с помощью вспомогательного глагола to be в форме Future Simple (shell be, will be) и причастия I смыслового глагола.

I'll not be writing                                   He won't be writing

Времена группы Perfect Tenses (совершенные времена)

Обозначают действие, которое закончено к какому-то моменту в настоящем, прошедшем или будущем, имеется результат действия. 
Have you seen him to day?

I have not seen him today.

He had come to me before. I called him.

I will have come to him before he calls me.

The Past Perfect tense: образуется при помощи вспомогательного глагола to have в форме Present Simple и причастия II смыслового глагола.

Present Perfect употребляется:

Для выражения действия, завершенного к настоящему моменту, но связанного с настоящим (результатом действия):

I have read the book.

He hasn't seen this film.

Для выражения действия закончившегося к данному моменту, но период времени, к которому относится действие, еще продолжается:

I haven't seen him this month.

Слова-указатели: already, before, never, ever, just, this week (month, year), today, this, week, this month, yet.

Have you ever been there?

He has just left.

She has never learnt to drive.

The Past Perfect Tense (предпрошедшее).  Выражает действие, закончившееся до наступления  другого действия или момента в прошлом.

When I came to the station the train had left.

By that time we had read the book.

The Future Perfect Tense сочетает в себе оттенок завершенности с указанием срока в будущем.

By Monday I'll have read your book.

Времена группы Perfect Progressive.

The Present Perfect Progressive Tense образуются с помощью
вспомогательного глагола to be в форме Present Perfect (have been,

has been) и причастия I смыслового глагола.

Употребляется для выражения действия, которое началось в прошлом и всё ещё продолжается, или чтобы спросить, как давно что-то происходит.

     Have you been waiting long?

     It has been raining for two days.
 The Past Perfect Progressive выражает действие, которое началось, продолжалось и прервалось в прошлом до наступления другого, более позднего действия.

I had been reading the letter from my boos when the telephone rang.

Период времени, в течение которого происходило действие, может быть обозначен с помощью предлогов for и since.

The Future Perfect Progressive встречается редко и заменяется формой Future Perfect.

He’ll have been painting his fence for two hours by the time we see him.

Употребление английского глагола в страдательном залоге.

Страдательный залог выражает действие, совершаемое над лицом или предметом (подлежащим предложения). Как и действительный залог имеет три времени. Образуется с помощью глагола to be (в нужном времени, числе и лице) и причастия II смыслового глагола.

На русский язык этот залог переводится:

a. глаголами на -ся;

b. кратким причастием;

c. неопределенно-личным оборотом.

Настоящее время: I am asked at every lesson.

Прошедшее время: I was asked at every lesson.

Будущее время: I will be asked at every lesson.

Форма Passive Voice образуется при помощи вспомогательного глагола to be и причастия II смыслового глагола: to be grown быть выращенным.

St Paul’ Cathedral is one of the most famous buildings in the world, and it is also one of the greatest survivors!
There was once a Roman temple on the site, dedicated to the goddess Diana. Since then there have been four different Christian buildings. The first Christian church was built by the Saxon King, Ethelbert of Kent. Being made of wood it didn’t work either as it was destroyed in a Viking invasion. When the Saxon used wood again on the third church, it was doomed to be destroyed by fire again!
When old St Paul’s was built in the time of William the Conqueror, stone from Northern France was used and it was much taller and wider than it is today. During the reign of King Henry VIII, financial problems meant there wasn’t enough money for the cathedral’s upkeep. Parts of it were destroyed and market place was set up inside selling, bread, meat, fish, and beer!
The first public lottery was held at St Paul’s by the west Door. But instead of the profits going to the cathedral they went to the country’s harbours. Elizabeth I granted money to the cathedral for repairs and an architect was appointed. Inigo Jones cleared out the shops and market place ready for repairs. However it fell in to decay again when soldiers used it as barracks during the Civil War.
Christopher Wren, the cathedral final architect, was asked to restore it. Before he could make much progress, parts of it were destroyed by the Great Fire of London, which started in a baker’s shop in Pudding Lane and raged for five days, destroying many of the buildings in the City.
Christopher Wren started once more with a magnificent vision of St Paul’s and the rest of the City. All this in spite of the fact that he was more of scientist and hadn’t actually built or designed anything until he was 30 years old. He laid the foundation stone for the cathedral in 1675. 35 years later he set the final stone in place. When he died he was buried in his own magnificent building.
The clock tower on the West Side houses the bell known as Great Paul. At three meters of diameter, it is the heaviest swinging bell in the country. Of course there is the famous dome and the cross on top is 365 feet from the ground. It is the second largest cathedral dome in the world. Only St Paul’s in Rome is bigger.
Why not pay St Paul’s a visit? One feature you will find interesting in the Whispering Gallery, where you can whisper at one wall, and then hear what you whispered on the opposite wall 107 feet away!

The Zoo.
Kings sometimes get strange presents. About 700 years ago King Henry III got 3 leopards, one elephant and polar bear. He kept them in the Tower. The elephant died after two years but the polar bear was happy as it went swimming and fishing in the Thames with a strong rope round its neck. That was the start of the London Zoo. In 1835 all animals left the Tower and were sent to the Zoo in Regent’s Park. Only the ravens stayed on.
Ravens.
There are always at least 6 ravens at the Tower. The first ones probably built their nests here because they liked the old stone houses and walls. There is a story that they bring good luck to Britain, if they stay at the Tower. That’s why they get “paid” meat and biscuits every day. But their wings are cut so that they can’t fly away. They are not very friendly. Once one of them bit a German minister.
The Beefeaters
The Beefeaters used to guard the Tower and prisoners. Today they work mostly as guides. They show people around and tell stories about all the terrible things that have happened here. They still wear the high ruffs and scarlet tunics assigned to them during the reign of Queen Elizabeth I.
 The Prison
The Tower was a royal palace long ago. Then it became a prison. Kings, queens and noblemen were locked up here. Many, like Lady Jane Grey, lost their heads on Tower Green inside the walls or nearby on Tower Hill. The last time it was used as a prison was during the Second World War when German spies were kept and sometimes shot there.
 The Crown Jewels
The Crown Jewels are shown in the Jewel House. They are well looked after. Once they were stolen by a man called Colonel Blood. But he was caught just as he was leaving the Tower. Thomas Blood didn’t have to go to prison. The king gave him a pension instead. It was in 1671.

Parks and Gardens
The special feature that distinguishes London from other capital cities is its many green parks, which been enjoyed by its citizens since Hyde Park became the first public garden (1637). Five of London’s nine royal parks are in the very feart of the capital. Among the most important parks that bring fresh life and colour to London are St. James’s Park, Green Park, Hyde Park and Kensington Gardens that stretch across the West End. Each has its own character. Laid out in the midst of government buildings and palaces, ST. JAMES’s PARK is one of the smallest, but with its charming lake enlivened by water birds, well– maintained flower beds and view of Westminster from the bridge, is easily the most attractive. To the west, divided by The Mall1, is GREEN PARK, an unpretentious stretch of especially thick, rich grass and luxuriant stands of trees, the plainest of the Royal Parks. HYDE PARK has an area of 361 acres and its outstanding feature is the 40 – acre Serpentine2 boating lake. One of the great urban parks of the world was once a deer – hunting park for Henry VΙΙΙ and in 1851 it was the site for London’s Great Exhibition. Londoners love to use this park and you’ll find joggers – not to mention riding enthusiasts cantering around the horse track – taking advantage of its spaciousness. Another attraction of the park is Speaker’s Corner, near the Marble Arch, where anyone can get up on a makeshift rostrum – often a cardboard box – and spout their opinions. It’s hard to believe that the roads were once infested by villains and popular with duelists.

KENSINGTON GARDENS are separated from Hyde Park by a road, but the difference in character is at once apparent – it is more formal, more enclosed. The Gardens share the boating lake with the neighboring park, but at this section it is called the Long Water, where depending on the weather there is boating and ice – skating, or swimming. William ΙΙΙ nipped 26 acres off the western and of Hyde Park in 1689 to make a garden for Kensington Palace. Kensington Gardens were not opened to the general public until the mid – 19th century and, until recently, still retain some feeling of elevated separateness. Expensive boats are still sailed in the Round Pond and magnificent kites are flown. Another park set apart from the others (northwest of the City) is REGENT’s PARK. It was once a royal hunting area. The park was laid out for George ΙV when he was Prince regent and was given its present name about 1814. If Primrose Hill is included in its area, it is the largest of all parks, at 670 acres. Given its look by John Nash, this “aristocratic garden suburb” is roughly circular in shape and encircled by a carriage road. Within the park are the 34 – acre (14 – hectare) Zoological Gardens, Queen Mary’s Garden and the Open Air Theatre.

Madame Tussaud
For over 200 years, Madame Tussaud’s exhibition of wax figures has been one of Britain’s most popular attractions. The exhibition has constantly developed and now visitors can see the world’s public figures, including men and women who have made a lasting impact on our lives, Kings and Queens, great statesmen, religious leaders, superstars past and present who have become legends.

But the story of Madame Tussaud is as impressive as her exhibition. Two things about her are especially interesting. First, she spent her early years in the turmoil of the French Revolution and came to meet many of its characters, and perhaps more unusually, she succeeded in business at a time when women were seldom involved in the world of commerce.

Madame Tussaud whose first name is Marie was born in France in 1761. Her father, a soldier, was killed in battle two month before her birth. She lived with the mother who worked as a housekeeper for the doctor who had a wonderful skill of modeling anatomical subjects in wax. Soon Marie and her mother with the doctor Curtius moved to Paris.

France was approaching the Revolution. Dr. Curtius’s house became a meeting place of philosophers, writers and revolutionaries. Marie soon discovered she had a talent for observation and remembering the details of faces.

Dr. Curtius acted as a teacher to Marie, schooling her in the techniques of wax portraits. Thanks to him she used a scientific approach in wax portraiture. She was soon allowed to model the great figures of the time. Among them were François Voltaire and the American statesman Benjamin Franklin. Dr. Curtius’s exhibition was patronized by the French Royal family and Marie was invited to the royal Court.

At the time of the revolution Marie and her mother were imprisoned for some time. Later Marie was asked to prepare the death masks of French aristocrats who had been executed – among them the King and the Queen.

The time of terror came to an end. In 1794 the doctor died and Marie inherited the business which had grown under her influence.

In the following years she married a French engineer, François Tussaud and by 1800 had given birth to three children: a daughter who died and two sons. It was difficult for the exhibition to survive in France and in 1802 Marie Tussaud made a monument decision. She would leave her husband and baby son in Paris while she and her elder son would tour the exhibition round the British Isles. 

Marie was to see neither France nor her husband again. She spent the next 33 years traveling in Great Britain. Later her other son joined her. Both of her sons were interested in the business. The travels ended in 1835 when Madame Tussaud’s exhibition found a permanent home in London. Since that there have been fires and disasters but many new figures have been added to the collection. This unusual woman died in 1884 at the age of 89.

You can see her remarkable self – portrait in Museum as well.

Trafalgar Square
At the beginning of the 19th century England defeated the French and Spaniards in the great sea battle at Trafalgar.
Trafalgar Square commemorates Nelson’s victory at the Battle of Trafalgar. It was in 1805. Napoleon had threatened to invade Britain several times. While the preparations to defend Britain were being made at home, Admiral Nelson swept the seas searching for the French navy and at last met it in Trafalgar Bay, off the coast of Spain. Nelson was killed in the Battle, but the victory was won. Napoleon’s power on the sea was utterly destroyed. Britain was once more saved from all fear of invasion and the ribbon of water between Britain and the Continent was enough to keep her safe.
In the middle of the Square rises the Nelson Column, a monument to Admiral Nelson. It was erected in 1843. 

But Trafalgar Square is not used only for the commemoration of Admiral Nelson. It is also the meeting – place of the members and supporters of the British peace movement. In fact, mass rallies of many organizations take place here and the monument’s plinth is often used as a platform by the speakers. Sometimes there are hundreds of Londoners here, strolling up and down the Square, meeting friends and resting. There are huge flocks of pigeons here. They seem to be always hungry, and people like to feed them. Most of them are so tame that they will perch on your outstretched hand or even on your head.

BUCKINGHAM PALACE

Buckingham Palace, which is today the official residence of the British Monarchy, has served that function only since comparatively recent times. In the Middle Ages the principal London residence of the kings was the Palace of Westminster, now rebuilt as the Houses of Parliament.

Today the Queen and Duke of Edinburgh live in the private apartments on the north side of the palace. In all Buckingham Palace has 19 state rooms, 52 royal and guest bedrooms, 182 stuff rooms, 92 offices and 78 bathrooms. Some 450 people work in the palace and 40000 people are entertained there every year. Unlike many other historical monuments, Buckingham Palace remains a fully occupied, working royal palace and it gives it a particular fascination. The Queen, as head of state, receives there a large number of formal and informal visitors, including the Prime Minister at weekly audiences, foreign and British ambassadors and high commissioners, bishops, and senior officers of the armed services and the civil service.

The highlight of royal entertaining, however, is the state banquet, usually for about 170 guests, given by the Queen on the first evening of the state visit of foreign head of state of the United Kingdom.

William Shakespeare
(1564-1616)
The great poet and dramatist William Shakespeare is often called by his people “Our National Bard”, “The Immoral Poet of Nature” and “The Great Unknown”.
Little indeed can be told about his life with certainty, even the year of his birth is much doubted. Yet, a patient research among old tomes of the 16th century has helped some scholars if not to restore his biography, at least to bring back the personality of the dramatist, who being the greatest was at the same time the humblest of poets. 
Shakespeare’s native place was Stratford-on-Avon, a little town in Warwickshire, which is generally described as being in the middle of England.
John Shakespeare, the poet’s father, was engaged in the wool industry. he had some pasture land of his own, and also rented a house and land belonging to Robert Arden (3 miles from the town) whose youngest daughter Mary he later married. When his business prospered, the couple settled in Stratford.
Some documents of the time indicate that John Shakespeare was illiterate; he marked his name by a cross because he was unable to write it. John and Mary Shakespeare had eight children, four girls and four boys, but their two eldest daughters died at an early age. The third child that was born to them was a son. He was named William.
William was a boy of a free and open nature, much like his mother who was a woman of a lively disposition.
There was a free Grammar School at Stratford. The priest of the Church was also schoolmaster. At this school William Shakespeare learned to read and spell and was taught his first Latin.
In Shakespeare’s time there was much guess-work in the way English children were taught to read. Reading was the same as learning by heart. If, for example, the children had to learn the word “BAR”, the first two letters were given – BA, the last letter R was replaced by a sign shaped like a horn - - ’ (BA’). The pupil had to guess this last missing consonant. A book of such exercises was called the “Horn-book”. Shakespeare gives an example of such an exercise in his play “Love’s Labour’s Lost” (“Love’s Labour Is Lost”). 
“What is A, B, spelt backwards with a horn to it?” The answer should have been BAR, but the boy said, “It’s a most silly sheep with a horn on the head.” (Bah … Bah …)
It was not easy to learn by such a rebus-like method. The schoolmasters of the 16th century kept up discipline according to the proverb: “Spare the rod and you spoil the child”.
William Shakespeare was still a boy when he began to set and produce plays. Though he had to work hard in his father’s business nothing would make him give up his hobby.

Daniel Defoe
(1661 – 1731)
Daniel Defoe was born in 1661 in London. His father was a butcher. The family were non-conformists (Dissenters) which means that they did not go to the Anglican Church. Their name was Foe, and Daniel was about forty years of age when he first changed his signature D. Foe into the surname of Defore. His father was wealthy enough to give his son a good education. Daniel used to say that his father did not spare himself and gave him the best education he could afford. Daniel was to become a minister (a priest) in the Nonconformist Church, therefore at the age of 14 he was placed in an academy for the training of ministers, and remained there for the full course of five years.
When his training was completed, he refused to devote himself to the ministry, as in his opinion it was neither honourable, pleaslent nor profitable. He decided to engage in business as a hose merchant. It was his cherished desire to become a wealthy merchant, but his dream never came true though he was energetic and practical, a business man to the finger-tips. Defoe was a complete failure in business and went bankrupt several times. He was always deep in debt. In 1692, he had to flee from his creditors. “Thirty times I was rich and poor”, he used to say. The only branch of business in which he proved successful was journalism and literature.

When Defoe was about 23, he started writing pamphlets on questions of the hour. In his first pamphlet he attacked the policy of Charles II, but he did not sign it. Defoe wrote exactly what he chose and did not care whether the government liked it or not. Naturally sometimes his pamphlets got him into trouble. In 1685, he took part in the revolt led by the Duke of Monmouth (the bastard son of Charles II) against James II. Monmouth hoped to be made king by the Protestants. The rebellion was put down, and Defoe narrowly escaped prosecution by Judge Jeffreys whose cruelty to the common people and to the Dissenters has never been forgotten.
When the Protestant king, William III, came to power (1688), Defoe started writing pamphlets praising his policy. It was the beginning of Defoe’s literary career. In his “Essay on Projects” Defoe anticipated the greatest public improvements of modern times: higher education for women, the protection of seamen, the constraction of highways and the opening of saving-banks. He urged the esteblishment of a special academy to study literature and languages.

Agatha Christie
(1891-1976)
Agatha Christie known throughout the world as the Queen of Crime was born at Torquay, Devonshire. She was educated at home and took singing lessons in Paris. At the end of World War I she began writing. Her first novel, ^ The Mysterious Affair at Styles appeared in 1920. Here she created Hercule Poirot, the little Belgian detective with the egg-shaped head and the passion for order – the most popular sleuth in fiction since Sherlock Holmes. General recognition came with the publication of her sixth title, The Murder of Roger Ackroyd (1926). With Murder at the Vicarage (1930) Agatha Christie began a series of novels featuring Miss Marple, this time a lady detective who won a universal appeal for her wise but unimposing methods of unraveling a crime.
Beginning with 1952 Agatha Christie enjoyed another run of success with theatre adaptations of her fiction and plays (^ The Mousetrap is still staged after thirty years). many of her stories have been filmed including The Secret Adversary, The Murder of Roger Ackroyd (cinema title Alibi), Ten Little Niggers, Murder on the Orient Express and Witness for the Prosecution, the most famous of them. Agatha Christie also wrote six romantic novels under the pen-name Mary Westmacott. Her last Poirot book, Curtain, appeared shortly before her death (though written in the 1940s) and her last Miss Marple story, Sleeping Murder and her Autobiography were published posthumously.

She is the author of seventy-seven detective novels and books of stories that have been translating into every major language.
Ahatha Christie’s success with millions of readers cannot be accounted for by the name fact that her simple prose provided good entertainment; the explanation lies in her ability to combine clever plots with excellent character drawing, and a keen sense of humour with great powers of observation that result in social scenery of a wide range. Besides her books seem to proclaim that justice will prevail and evil will be conquered even by one man’s effort; they defend rationality and never go beyond those aspects of human nature that are our common stock.

John Galsworthy
(1867 – 1933)
Born into an upper-class family, John Galsworthy was educated at Harrow and New College, Oxford. In 1890 he was called to the Bar. With a view to specializing in marine law, he took a voyage around the world, during which he encountered Joseph Conrad, then mate of a merchant ship, who became his lifelong friend. Galsworty found law uncongenial and took to writing. For his first works From the four Winds (1897), a volume of short stories, and the novels Jocelyn (1898) and Villa Rubein (1900), he used the pseudonym “John Sinjohn”. The first book to appear under his own name was The Island Pharisees (1904). 
Galsworthy achieved his first success with The man of Property (1906) which began the famous novel sequence The Forsyte Saga to be continued with In Chancery (1920) and To Let (1921). The record of the Forsyte family, representatives of the Victorian and Edwardian moneyed classes, is resumed in A Modern Comedy depicting English post-war life and consisting of The White Monkey (1924), The Silver Spoon (1926), and Swan Song (1928) and in the final trilogy End of the Chapter (1934). The author’s shrewd study of middle-class mentality turned his characters into bywords. Galsworthy’s non-Forsyte novels include The Country House (1907), Fraternity (1909), The Patrician (1911), The Freelands (1915), A Saint’s Progress (1919).
A passionate partisan of liberal humanitarianism, Galsworthy had little sympathy with the literary movements of his time. He always kept up with the best traditions of realism in literature recognizing that his art was greatly influenced by Turgenev and Tolstoy. His novels and plays give a true picture of English bourgeois society in the late nineteenth and early twenties centuries, showing the steady decline of the class he himself belonged to. Galsworthy was awarded the Nobel Prize for literature in 1932.
